Malawi Bed Net Project 

Ideas for your congregation

1. A good resource is Global Health Ministries in Minneapolis, ghmoffice@cs.com or check out their website at www.ghm.org
2. A curriculum guide for children about mosquitoes, malaria, and bed nets is available free of charge from Global Health for use in Sunday Schools or Vacation Bible School.

3. To target the adults, use bulletin inserts with facts and ways all can contribute.

4. Make up stickers for SS children to put on a picture of a bed net as certain money goals are reached.

5. Cut out pictures of children, preferably Africans, from magazines, etc. and glue 

onto construction paper.  Have a large board covered with a piece of netting 

(available from craft or fabric stores) attached at the top of the board.  Title the 

board "BUZZ OFF, MOSQUITOES!"  Each time a $5 goal is met, lift the net 

and place one of the pictures under it.  The kids will enjoy watching the board 

fill up.

6. Draw a large picture of a sleeping child or family on a board.  When a $5 goal    

      is met, cover with a piece of netting until the family is covered.  

7. Special envelopes can be made for money donations.

8. Encourage giving money for a bed net in honor of or in memory of a person, e.g. confirmands, grandparents, etc. 

9. Set up a display of a mat and a bed net with "mosquitoes" on the outside.
